Mrs. Faie wasn't there to
remind Jamie to get out of the Sun, wear a cap, drink enough water, take rest
periods, etc. Since he wanted so badly to finish the well and accomplish all the
other “to-do” lists that | had given him, he overdid it.

Difficult Moments

We've had some difficult moments this past year and have learned some hard lessons, but God has been faithful and
so have you. Our plan to team up with Pat and Sue Bingham and bring a new school building to one of the villages is
coming along. We are still trusting that God will touch the hearts of a few more people so we can reach our goal of
$70,000 USD. We already have $40,000 USD pledged. Praise God!! Fr. Joe has the plans already in place and once
we have the funds committed, we can start construction. Maybe you would like to help with this project! The picture of
the building is below. Isn't it beautiful? It will have a community library and a kitchen!!! No school building around has
either one of these!! We will eventually have a feeding program for our children. A hot meal once a day!! What a
blessing for all of the children, especially the ones who some days go without real food for three days and so have to
eat mud cookies for their survival (see accompanying article.) For those of you who sponsor a teacher every month;
please know that the teachers, the students and their parents are sooooo grateful. The parents could never afford to
pay to send their children to school. Although many of them do pay a small fee, many are not able and what you are
sending every month allows us to keep the schools going. We only hope that soon we will be able to furnish one meal a
day because now at all the sites there are wells and once the pumps are installed they will have — you guessed it —
good clean water to drink right at their school!! It is difficult to learn when you are hungry, thirsty or sick. Clean water is
the beginning of health and wholeness. Our hope is that through our being there they will continue to get a basic
education and through the love they experience from your benevolence, be able to encounter Jesus, the living water for
their souls. After this article was written $30,000 USD was pledged to complete the targeted goal of $70,000 USD.

Haitian Mud cookies — An article by Mary Moss
For many Haitians the mud upon which they walkhis only thing preventing starvation. The 2007 luame season
dealt a crushing blow to the region. Many Haitians homeless, unemployed; many crops were wipedsolaccess to
food is severely limited in some areas. The podtgstians are unable to afford even a daily bowtiog because of
soaring food prices. One AP article reports fooidgs have gone up 50% over last year, effectivédgipg even a
staple like rice out of financial reach for manys A last resort to stave off starvation, Haitiaagehtaken to eating
"cookies" about the size of silver dollar pancakegle from dirt, salt and vegetable shortening. @/hils mud has been
prized by pregnant women and children in Haitiiferantacid properties and as a source of calciuina far cry from
complete nutrition needed to thrive.
The Food and Agriculture Organization of the Ud&lbecoming more and more concerned about foodspnidach are
up 40% in some Caribbean islands. The food shomiageexorbitant prices of what little is availabl@ve caused the
agency to declare a state of emergency in Haitisav@ral other countries in the region, At the ratik one Haitian
slum, two cups of rice sell for 60 cents--a 10 destease since December alone. Other staplesdhékas, fruit and
condensed milk have also risen at a similar ratenEhe cost of the edible clay has gone up by sti$b.50 in the past
month.
The mud cookies are a bargain though, compareuketbigh cost of food staples. It costs about $fate 100 cookies.
Jonathan M. Katz - Associated Press reports, "Antep sampling a cookie found that it had a smaathsistency and
sucked all the moisture out of the mouth as sodhtasched the tongue. For hours, an unpleasate t# dirt lingered.”
Dr. Gabriel Thimothee, executive director of Haithiealth ministry discourages those he sees etltingud cookies.
His concern is that relying upon the cookies fastenance puts one at risk for malnutrition. Soméiddes rely upon
income from selling the mud cookies to providetfair families.
